available in academia and corporations. 

1960 - John McCarthy opined in the 1960s 

that "computation may someday be organized 

as a public utility.Ă (* Singapore ï wifi project) 

1990 - In the 1990s, telecommunications 

companies, who previously offered primarily 

dedicated point-to-point data circuits, began 

offering virtual private network (VPN) services 

with comparable quality of service, but at a 

lower cost. 
1999 - Founders launch salesforce.com in small 
San Francisco apartment. 
2000 - After the dot-com 

bubble, Amazon played a key role in the 

development of cloud computing by 

modernizing their data centers, which, like 

most computer networks, were using as little 

as 10% of their capacity at any one time, just 

to leave room for occasional spikes.
