CSCsq56548 End hosts on Access Points are no longer acquired by default. Since there was a huge POLA violation
in Campus Manager 5.0, and since WLSE integration was introduced, User Tracking no longer
acquires end hosts on Access Points by default.

CSCsq72800 User Tracking no longer acquires End Hosts on AccessPoints. This is a companion bug to
CSCsq56548. Setting APRunCollection to true in ut.properties does not help. End host acquisition
does not work since the VmpsAdminSMFBridgeTable code is not updated for Campus 5.0.

CSCsr48379 Online Help should mention that Wireless Report will show only WLSE devices. User Tracking
Wireless Report is showing only reports about the WLSE integration. This information must be
documented.

CSCsj72047 Groups created in Common Services are not available in Campus Manager. After restarting the

Daemon Manager, the User Defined Groups in Common Services are not available from Campus
Manager. Membership details for the groups show empty results.

CSCsq08600 Windows usernames are not displayed in User Tracking (UT). Depending on when UT acquisition is
done and when an user actually connects to the network, UT may not properly display Windows
usernames.

CSCsq79950 Campus Manager does not support VLANSs greater than 1024 on 2950 series switches. It occurs for

all 2950 series switches which are configured for extended VLANSs (those with IDs greater than
1024). It leads to false trunk VLAN mismatch discrepancies and incomplete VLAN topology Data
Collection.

CSCsq80237 User Tracking Export does not quote Port Name field. This becomes a problem when the Port Name
field contain an embedded comma.

CSCsq26330 UTLite does not work with hostnames. If the CiscoWorks server is specified by an hostname,
UTLite33.exe does not send any update.

In LMS3.0, User Tracking is unable to find the VTP
domain object using the VTP name. As a result, VLAN ID cannot be used for comparison. The
available VLAN name is different and this results in CAM/ARP mismatch.

CSCsr11007 Scheduled User Tracking Report fails when you launch Report Generator under Reports in Campus
User Tracking. Select an Application and schedule a report. It fails.

CSCsr09442 User Tracking reports cannot be sorted on IP Address or Subnet columns. Other columns sort
correctly. When you click on the IP Address or Subnet columns, the browser spins indefinitely and
an exception is seen in the stdout.log

CSCsr89218 SSH is not launching from TOPO. SSH flow code has been removed in this release due to jacorb
changes.

CSCsu39631 Link to DFM Poller Settings page must be provided in DFM Alert Settings. In Campus Manager
OLH and User Guide, link to DFM Poller Settings page must be provided in DFM Alert Settings
page.

CSCsr48028 MAC:s that are not included in the Acceptable MAC list are not considered as rogue. In Rogue MAC
detection feature, add some MAC and OUI to an acceptable MAC list. Make sure that Rogue MAC
/ OUI list is not populated with any values. On running UT, no rogue MAC is detected. The expected
behavior is, only when an acceptable MAC list is populated, MAC that is not specified in Acceptable
MAC list should be considered as rogue.
