Important Information
Starting with Cisco Unified CallManager 5.1 and later releases, the Cisco Unified CallManager Locale 
Installer will get released in two phases. When Cisco Unified CallManager releases, the Phase 1 release 
of the locale installers will contain all new localized content, but with the previously translated versions 
of the Cisco Unified IP Phone user guides and the online help for Cisco Unified CallManager Assistant 
user guides and Attendant Console. With this synchronous release, customers can install the latest Cisco 
Unified CallManager version and also a matching locale. The Phase 2 locale installers release will be 
available approximately eight to twelve weeks after the Phase 1 locale installers release. The Phase 2 
release will contain the updated translated versions of the Cisco Unified IP Phone user guides and online 
help for the Cisco Unified CallManager Assistant user guides for all locales. The release also will 
contain Attendant Console online help for existing locales but no new locales. Customers should 
download the Phase 2 locale installers to obtain the latest translations of phone documentation and online 
help.For specific information on supported locales for various products, refer to the readme document 
that posts next to the software on cisco.com. To obtain the document, see the “Locating Related 
Documentation” section on page 1.

Definitions of Service Request Severity
To ensure that all service requests are reported in a standard format, Cisco has established severity 
definitions.

Severity 1 (S1)—An existing network is “down” or there is a critical impact to your business operations. 
You and Cisco will commit all necessary resources around the clock to resolve the situation. 

Severity 2 (S2)—Operation of an existing network is severely degraded, or significant aspects of your 
business operations are negatively affected by inadequate performance of Cisco products. You and Cisco 
will commit full-time resources during normal business hours to resolve the situation.

Severity 3 (S3)—Operational performance of the network is impaired while most business operations 
remain functional. You and Cisco will commit resources during normal business hours to restore service 
to satisfactory levels.

Severity 4 (S4)—You require information or assistance with Cisco product capabilities, installation, or 
configuration. There is little or no effect on your business operations.
