The Cisco Unity Reconfiguration and Upgrade Guide is intended for system administrators and
technicians who handle upgrades and changes to the Cisco Unity system configuration. For many of the
proceduresin this guide, you need aworking knowledge of IBM L otus Domino and Microsoft Windows
2000 Server.

The Cisco Unity Reconfiguration and Upgrade Guide focuses on information and procedures necessary
for changing the current configuration of the system—that is the hardware and software arrangements
that define what Cisco Unity is and what it does—and for upgrading the products that Cisco Unity uses
to newer versions. The guide does not include information on changing Cisco Unity data (for example,
subscriber templates and call handlers).

After you describe your situation, the TAC Service Request Tool provides
recommended solutions. If your issue is not resolved using the recommended resources, your service
request is assigned to a Cisco TAC engineer.

Definitions of Service Request Severity

To ensure that all service requests are reported in a standard format, Cisco has established severity
definitions.

Severity 1 (S1)—Your network is“down,” or thereisacritical impact to your business operations. You
and Cisco will commit all necessary resources around the clock to resolve the situation.

Severity 2 (S2)—Operation of an existing network is severely degraded, or significant aspects of your
business operation are negatively affected by inadequate performance of Cisco products. You and Cisco
will commit full-time resources during normal business hours to resolve the situation.

Severity 3 (S3)—Operational performance of your network isimpaired, but most business operations
remain functional. You and Cisco will commit resources during normal business hoursto restore service
to satisfactory levels.

Severity 4 (S4)—You require information or assistance with Cisco product capabilities, installation, or
configuration. Thereis little or no effect on your business operations.
