This guide provides information about new and revised |0OS commands. For information about the
standard | OS Release 12.2 commands, refer to the |OS documentation set avail able from the Cisco.com home
page by selecting Serviceand Support > Technical Documents. On the Cisco Product Documentation home
page, select Release 12.2 from the Cisco 10S Software drop-down list.

This guide does not provide procedures for configuring your access point or bridge. For detailed
configuration procedures, refer to the Cisco | OS Software Configuration Guide for Cisco Aironet Access
Points or the Cisco Aironet 1400 Series Bridge Software Configuration Guide for this release.

« Priority level 1 (P1)—An existing network is “down,” or there is a critical impact to your business
operations. You and Cisco will commit all necessary resources around the clock to resolve the
situation.
