Broadband Router. Customers are encouraged to migrate to the Cisco 10720 Router, which supports OC-48c/STM-16 DPT. The Cisco 10720 is 

a principle building block in the next-generation metro IP network. The Cisco 10720 Router enables service providers to offer innovative and 

differentiated IP services to their customers at optical speeds. Equipped with Ethernet technology for customer access and DPT technology for 

metro optical connectivity, the Cisco 10720 allows service providers to offer IP services closer to the user, enabling them to better control 

admission to network resources.
