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Description Cisco IOS® Software Release 12.0(2)XD is a short−term release introducing
support for the ISDN Basic Rate Interface (BRI) Voice Interface Controller
(VIC), which provides narrow band digital voice connectivity in Cisco's Voice
over IP (VoIP) and Voice over Frame Relay (VoFR) environments.
