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Executive Summary 

Cisco and Pymble Ladies’ College share a vision for Connected Classrooms that focuses on providing year 11 and 12 students’ with highly engaging, multimedia-based curricula that helps hone 21st century skills such as collaborative problem solving and prepares them for success in the global, Internet-based economy; creating professional development opportunities for teachers and staff that encourage holistic teaching; and broadening community engagement in learning.  

Technology Innovation at Pymble Ladies’ College:
Cisco and its partners iVision and Somerville Group implemented the below technology innovations:

· Cisco Show and Share is a teaching, learning, and social video system.  Teachers can build a highly secure library of learning content and create communities where students can share ideas and expertise.  It’s also an easy tool to create, edit, publish and comment on videos.
· Cisco TelePresence, an immersive, lifelike communications experience that combines high-definition video and high-quality audio to realistically convey the body language and human elements that are critical to the interactive nature of a classroom, has been implemented in the lecture theatre of the Senior School Centre.   The aim is to create a virtual learning environment that makes students feel like they are in the same room as their educator and other students, for collaborative work with schools in different cities, states, and countries. 

· Cisco Unified Communications on Cisco Unified Computing System provides the College with the communication tools and resources for advanced voice services with telephony, paging, voicemail, applications for broadcast messaging and parental notification and more. IT achieves lowered cost of ownership, increased agility and investment protection as these communication operations are virtualized on a next-generation integrated data centre system. 
· Cisco Digital Media Signage allows the College to easily and more effectively engage students with a variety of educational materials, ensure teachers and staff are up-to-date with necessary training, deliver effective communications instantly and in a way that scales, and promotes a safe environment with the ability to incorporate instant alerts into their emergency plans.
· Cisco Wired and Wireless Network provides highly secure, flexible and high performance access to schools resources and applications to help enhance the quality of learning. 
· In the future, Cisco Cius and Cisco Quad will be rolled out at the College.  

· Cisco Cius is an ultra-portable tablet device that offers HD video streaming and real time video, multi-party conferencing, email, messaging, browsing and the ability to produce, edit and share content locally or centrally in the cloud.  The tablet provides the high security and integrated support for the suite of suite of communication and collaboration applications the Centre already has including Cisco Show and Share and Cisco TelePresence.
· Cisco Quad is a collaboration platform that will bring students together to share ideas and content, collaborate on projects, and interact using chat, voice or video, regardless of where people are located.  It enables teachers to create virtual working groups, enable students to find others with common interests, share files or videos with other students working on similar projects and instantly start video conferences or chat sessions.
