Exam Availability 

From Nov. 18 through Dec. 16, 2004, a beta version of the CCIE Storage Networking 
written exam will be available to candidates at all worldwide Cisco-authorized testing 



facilities for a reduced cost of $50 (USD). Online enrollment opens on November 18th and 
candidates may only schedule and take the exam once during the beta test period. Individual 
scores on beta exams are generally available six to eight weeks after the close of the beta 
period. The general release of the written exam, as well as the corresponding CCIE Storage 
Networking lab exam, is expected to be available in the first quarter of 2005. Initially, the lab 
exam will be available at Cisco offices in San Jose, Calif.; Research Triangle Park, NC; and 
Brussels, Belgium.
