This License gives no

   permission to license the work in any other way, but it does not

   invalidate such permission if you have separately received it.

In this

case, there is little to gain by limiting the free library to free

software only, so we use the Lesser General Public License.

The ordinary

General Public License therefore permits such linking only if the
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entire combination fits its criteria of freedom.  The Lesser General

Public License permits more lax criteria for linking other code with

the library.

 

 We call this license the "Lesser" General Public License because it

does Less to protect the user's freedom than the ordinary General

Public License.  It also provides other free software developers Less

of an advantage over competing non-free programs.  These disadvantages

are the reason we use the ordinary General Public License for many

libraries.  However, the Lesser license provides advantages in certain

special circumstances.

 

 For example, on rare occasions, there may be a special need to

encourage the widest possible use of a certain library, so that it becomes

a de-facto standard.  To achieve this, non-free programs must be

allowed to use the library.  A more frequent case is that a free

library does the same job as widely used non-free libraries.  In this

case, there is little to gain by limiting the free library to free

software only, so we use the Lesser General Public License.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.

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                           Preamble  

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your  

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public  

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change  

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.  

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some  

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the  

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You  

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether  

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better  

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations  

below.  

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,  

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that  

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge  

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get  

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of  

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do  

these things.  

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid  

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these  

rights.

libcurl can be built to use a fair amount of various third party libraries,

libraries that are written and provided by other parties that are distributed

using their own licenses. Even libcurl itself contains code that may cause

problems to some. This document attempts to describe what licenses libcurl and

the other libraries use and what possible dilemmas linking and mixing them all

can lead to for end users.

 

I am not a lawyer and this is not legal advice!

 

One common dilemma is that GPL[1]-licensed code is not allowed to be linked

with code licensed under the Original BSD license (with the announcement

clause). You may still build your own copies that use them all, but

distributing them as binaries would be to violate the GPL license - unless you

accompany your license with an exception[2]. This particular problem was

addressed when the Modified BSD license was created, which does not have the

announcement clause that collides with GPL.

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid
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distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.  These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for

you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

The

threshold for this to be true is not precisely defined by law.

 

 If such an object file uses only numerical parameters, data

structure layouts and accessors, and small macros and small inline

functions (ten lines or less in length), then the use of the object

file is unrestricted, regardless of whether it is legally a derivative

work.

The ordinary

General Public License therefore permits such linking only if the

entire combination fits its criteria of freedom.  The Lesser General

Public License permits more lax criteria for linking other code with

the library.

 

 We call this license the "Lesser" General Public License because it

does Less to protect the user's freedom than the ordinary General

Public License.  It also provides other free software developers Less

of an advantage over competing non-free programs.

 The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleft license for

software and other kinds of works.

   f) Requiring indemnification of licensors and authors of that

   material by anyone who conveys the material (or modified versions of

   it) with contractual assumptions of liability to the recipient, for

   any liability that these contractual assumptions directly impose on

   those licensors and authors.

 

 All other non-permissive additional terms are considered "further

restrictions" within the meaning of section 10.

			    Preamble

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.  These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for

you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software---to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software---typically libraries---of the Free

Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You can use

it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether this

license or the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to

use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

Finally, every program is threatened constantly by software patents.

States should not allow patents to restrict development and use of

software on general-purpose computers, but in those that do, we wish

to avoid the special danger that patents applied to a free program

could make it effectively proprietary.  To prevent this, the GPL

assures that patents cannot be used to render the program non-free.

                           Preamble

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations

below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.  These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for

you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

 

 For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis

or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights that we gave

you.

 However, linking a "work that uses the Library" with the Library

creates an executable that is a derivative of the Library (because it

contains portions of the Library), rather than a "work that uses the

library".

                           Preamble

 

 The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleft license for

software and other kinds of works.

 

 The licenses for most software and other practical works are designed

to take away your freedom to share and change the works.  By contrast,

the GNU General Public License is intended to guarantee your freedom to

share and change all versions of a program--to make sure it remains free

software for all its users.  We, the Free Software Foundation, use the

GNU General Public License for most of our software; it applies also to

any other work released this way by its authors.

                           Preamble

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations

below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.

 For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis

or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights that we gave

you.  You must make sure that they, too, receive or can get the source

code.

                           Preamble

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.  These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for

you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

 

 For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis

or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights that we gave

you.

 The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleft license for

software and other kinds of works.

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.

The ordinary

General Public License therefore permits such linking only if the

entire combination fits its criteria of freedom.  The Lesser General

Public License permits more lax criteria for linking other code with

the library.
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 We call this license the "Lesser" General Public License because it

does Less to protect the user's freedom than the ordinary General

Public License.  It also provides other free software developers Less

of an advantage over competing non-free programs.  These disadvantages

are the reason we use the ordinary General Public License for many

libraries.  However, the Lesser license provides advantages in certain

special circumstances.

 

 For example, on rare occasions, there may be a special need to

encourage the widest possible use of a certain library, so that it

becomes a de-facto standard.

                           Preamble

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge

for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these
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rights.  These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for

you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

   If deflate returns with avail_out == 0, this function must be called again

 with the same value of the flush parameter and more output space (updated

 avail_out), until the flush is complete (deflate returns with non-zero

 avail_out).  In the case of a Z_FULL_FLUSH or Z_SYNC_FLUSH, make sure that

 avail_out is greater than six to avoid repeated flush markers due to

 avail_out == 0 on return.
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   If the parameter flush is set to Z_FINISH, pending input is processed,

 pending output is flushed and deflate returns with Z_STREAM_END if there was

 enough output space; if deflate returns with Z_OK, this function must be

 called again with Z_FINISH and more output space (updated avail_out) but no

 more input data, until it returns with Z_STREAM_END or an error.

  (the size of the history buffer).  It should be in the range 8..15 for this

  version of the library.  Larger values of this parameter result in better

  compression at the expense of memory usage.  The default value is 15 if

  deflateInit is used instead.

 

    windowBits can also be -8..-15 for raw deflate.  In this case, -windowBits

  determines the window size.  deflate() will then generate raw deflate data

  with no zlib header or trailer, and will not compute an adler32 check value.

 

    windowBits can also be greater than 15 for optional gzip encoding.  Add

  16 to windowBits to write a simple gzip header and trailer around the

  compressed data instead of a zlib wrapper.  The gzip header will have no

  file name, no extra data, no comment, no modification time (set to zero), no

  header crc, and the operating system will be set to 255 (unknown).  If a

  gzip stream is being written, strm->adler is a crc32 instead of an adler32.

 

    The memLevel parameter specifies how much memory should be allocated
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  for the internal compression state.  memLevel=1 uses minimum memory but is

  slow and reduces compression ratio; memLevel=9 uses maximum memory for

  optimal speed.  The default value is 8.  See zconf.h for total memory usage

  as a function of windowBits and memLevel.

 

    The strategy parameter is used to tune the compression algorithm.  Use the

  value Z_DEFAULT_STRATEGY for normal data, Z_FILTERED for data produced by a

  filter (or predictor), Z_HUFFMAN_ONLY to force Huffman encoding only (no

  string match), or Z_RLE to limit match distances to one (run-length

  encoding).  Filtered data consists mostly of small values with a somewhat

  random distribution.  In this case, the compression algorithm is tuned to

  compress them better.  The effect of Z_FILTERED is to force more Huffman

  coding and less string matching; it is somewhat intermediate between

  Z_DEFAULT_STRATEGY and Z_HUFFMAN_ONLY.  Z_RLE is designed to be almost as

  fast as Z_HUFFMAN_ONLY, but give better compression for PNG image data.  The

  strategy parameter only affects the compression ratio but not the

  correctness of the compressed output even if it is not set appropriately.

  Z_FIXED prevents the use of dynamic Huffman codes, allowing for a simpler

  decoder for special applications.

 

    deflateInit2 returns Z_OK if success, Z_MEM_ERROR if there was not enough

  memory, Z_STREAM_ERROR if any parameter is invalid (such as an invalid

  method), or Z_VERSION_ERROR if the zlib library version (zlib_version) is

  incompatible with the version assumed by the caller (ZLIB_VERSION).  msg is

  set to null if there is no error message.  deflateInit2 does not perform any

  compression: this will be done by deflate().

    windowBits can also be -8..-15 for raw inflate.  In this case, -windowBits

  determines the window size.  inflate() will then process raw deflate data,

  not looking for a zlib or gzip header, not generating a check value, and not

  looking for any check values for comparison at the end of the stream.  This

  is for use with other formats that use the deflate compressed data format

  such as zip.  Those formats provide their own check values.  If a custom

  format is developed using the raw deflate format for compressed data, it is

  recommended that a check value such as an adler32 or a crc32 be applied to

  the uncompressed data as is done in the zlib, gzip, and zip formats.  For

  most applications, the zlib format should be used as is.  Note that comments
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  above on the use in deflateInit2() applies to the magnitude of windowBits.

 

    windowBits can also be greater than 15 for optional gzip decoding.  Add

  32 to windowBits to enable zlib and gzip decoding with automatic header

  detection, or add 16 to decode only the gzip format (the zlib format will

  return a Z_DATA_ERROR).  If a gzip stream is being decoded, strm->adler is a

  crc32 instead of an adler32.

 

    inflateInit2 returns Z_OK if success, Z_MEM_ERROR if there was not enough

  memory, Z_VERSION_ERROR if the zlib library version is incompatible with the

  version assumed by the caller, or Z_STREAM_ERROR if the parameters are

  invalid, such as a null pointer to the structure.  msg is set to null if

  there is no error message.  inflateInit2 does not perform any decompression

  apart from possibly reading the zlib header if present: actual decompression

  will be done by inflate().  (So next_in and avail_in may be modified, but

  next_out and avail_out are unused and unchanged.) The current implementation

  of inflateInit2() does not process any header information -- that is

  deferred until inflate() is called.

The function's

  parameters and return types are defined above in the in_func and out_func

  typedefs.  inflateBack() will call in(in_desc, &buf) which should return the

  number of bytes of provided input, and a pointer to that input in buf.  If

  there is no input available, in() must return zero--buf is ignored in that

  case--and inflateBack() will return a buffer error.  inflateBack() will call

  out(out_desc, buf, len) to write the uncompressed data buf[0..len-1].  out()

  should return zero on success, or non-zero on failure.  If out() returns

  non-zero, inflateBack() will return with an error.  Neither in() nor out()

  are permitted to change the contents of the window provided to

  inflateBackInit(), which is also the buffer that out() uses to write from.

  The length written by out() will be at most the window size.  Any non-zero

  amount of input may be provided by in().
