To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid anyone to deny you these rights or to ask you
to surrender the rights. These restrictions trand ate to certain responsibilities for you if you distribute

PLY isa100% Python implementation of the common parsing tools lex
and yacc. Here are afew highlights:

PLY isvery closely modeled after traditional lex/yacc.
If you know how to use these toolsin C, you will find PLY
to be similar.

PLY provides very extensive error reporting and diagnostic
information to assist in parser construction. The original
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implementation was developed for instructional purposes. As
aresult, the system tries to identify the most common types
of errors made by novice users.

PLY provides full support for empty productions, error recovery,
precedence specifiers, and moderately ambiguous grammars.

Parsing is based on L R-parsing which is fast, memory efficient,

better suited to large grammars, and which has a number of nice
properties when dealing with syntax errors and other parsing problems.

this case, there islittle to gain by limiting the free library to free software

only, so we use the Lesser General Public License.

In other cases, permission to use a particular library in non-free programs enables
agreater number of people to use alarge body of free software. For example,
permission to use the GNU C Library in non-free programs enables many more people to
use the whole GNU operating system, as well asits variant, the GNU/Linux operating
system.

Introduction

PLY isa100% Python implementation of the common parsing tools lex
and yacc. Here are afew highlights:

PLY isvery closely modeled after traditional lex/yacc.
If you know how to use thesetoolsin C, you will find PLY
to be similar.

PLY provides very extensive error reporting and diagnostic
information to assist in parser construction. The original
implementation was developed for instructional purposes. As
aresult, the system tries to identify the most common types
of errors made by novice users.
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PLY provides full support for empty productions, error recovery,
precedence specifiers, and moderately ambiguous grammars.

Parsing is based on LR-parsing which is fast, memory efficient,

better suited to large grammars, and which has a number of nice
properties when dealing with syntax errors and other parsing problems.
Currently, PLY buildsits parsing tables using the LALR(1)

algorithm used in yacc.

PLY uses Python introspection features to build lexers and parsers.
This greatly simplifies the task of parser construction since it reduces
the number of files and eliminates the need to run a separate lex/yacc
tool before running your program.

PLY can be used to build parsersfor "real" programming languages.
Although it is not ultra-fast due to its Python implementation,

PLY can be used to parse grammars consisting of several hundred
rules (as might be found for alanguage like C). The lexer and LR
parser are also reasonably efficient when parsing typically

sized programs. People have used PLY to build parsers for

C, C++, ADA, and other real programming languages.

PLY consists of two files: lex.py and yacc.py. These are contained
within the 'ply" directory which may also be used as a Python package.
TousePLY, simply copy the 'ply' directory to your project and import
lex and yacc from the associated 'ply' package. For example:

import ply.lex aslex
import ply.yacc as yacc

Alternatively, you can copy just the files lex.py and yacc.py
individually and use them as modules. For example:

import lex
import yacc

The file setup.py can be used to install ply using distutils.

The file doc/ply.html contains complete documentation on how to use
the system.

The example directory contains several different examplesincluding a
PLY specification for ANSI C asgivenin K&R 2nd Ed.
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A simple exampleisfound at the end of this document

use the latest Python releaseif possible. It should work on just

about any platform. PLY has been tested with both CPython and Jython.
It also seems to work with IronPython.

b) Y ou must cause any work that you distribute or publish, that in whole or in part contains or is derived from the
Program or any part thereof, to be licensed as awhole at no charge to al third parties under the terms of this
License.

¢) If the modified program normally reads commands interactively when run, you must cause it, when started
running for such interactive use in the most ordinary way, to print or display an announcement including an
appropriate copyright notice and a notice that there is no warranty (or else, saying that you provide a warranty) and
that users may redistribute the program under these conditions, and telling the user how to view a copy of this
License. (Exception: if the Program itself is interactive but does not normally print such an announcement, your
work based on the Program is not required to print an announcement.)

These requirements apply to the modified work as awhole. If identifiable sections of that work are not derived from
the Program, and can be reasonably considered independent and separate works in themselves, then this License,
and itsterms, do not apply to those sections when you distribute them as separate works.
