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Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

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A "library" means a collection of software functions and/or data
prepared so as to be conveniently linked with application programs

The act of
running a program using the Library is not restricted, and output from
such aprogram is covered only if its contents constitute a work based
on the Library (independent of the use of the Library in atool for
writing it). Whether that is true depends on what the Library does
and what the program that uses the Library does.

To "convey" awork means any kind of propagation that enables other
parties to make or receive copies.
