	Background 
	Cisco has prepared the BTS OS image based on Sun’s Solaris 10 06/06 OS version and has completed the task of testing it.   
Customers that have upgraded to 4.5.1v24 (released on January 31st) or greater will have the opportunity to schedule and upgrade their OS.  
Cisco recommends that any customer running 4.5.1v24 or greater should plan their efforts to upgrade the OS at the earlier possible time.   This OS upgrade contains a substantial number of OS patches and security fixes as well as support for new Sun hardware such as the 1290, 445, and 245.  New installations that use the new Sun hardware will be required to use the new OS image.
It is mandatory that all Customers must be operating on the 06/06 OS upgrade prior to upgrading to RLS 5.0MR1 (5.0.2).  It is advised that Customers plan well in advance to allow sufficient time to perform the OS upgrade prior to upgrading to RLS 5.0MR1.
