The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

To protect your rights, we need to prevent others from denying you
these rights or asking you to surrender therights. Therefore, you have
certain responsibilitiesif you distribute copies of the software, or if
you modify it: responsibilities to respect the freedom of others.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change
free software---to make sure the software is free for all its users.
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This license, the Lesser General Public License, appliesto some
specially designated software---typically libraries---of

the Free

Software Foundation and other authors who decide to useit. You can use
it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether this

license or the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to

use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,
not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that
you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge
for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get
it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of it
in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do these
things.

To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid
distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these
rights.

sati sfies the requirement to distribute the source code, even though third parties are not compelled to copy the source
along with the object code.

5. A program that contains no derivative of any portion of the Library, but is designed to work with the Library by
being compiled or linked withit, is called a"work that uses the Library".
