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Introduction

This document describes how to support the privacy of CUCM information when registered with
Cisco Smart Software Manager (CSSM) or Satellite.

Prerequisites

Cisco recommends that you have knowledge of this topic:

Cisco Unified Communications Manager (CUCM) version 12.5●

Components Used

The information in this document is based on Cisco Call Manager version 12.5

The information in this document was created from the devices in a specific lab environment. All of the devices used in this
document started with a cleared (default) configuration. If your network is live, ensure that you understand the potential impact of
any command.

Background Information

When you try to register CUCM product instance with CSSM or Satellite, normally the CUCM IP
and Hostname are sent when a registered request is sent to CSSM or Satellite.

Once this privacy feature is enabled, CUCM no longer sends the Hostname or IP address to
CSSM or Satellite, instead, it sends the UDI (Unique for each product instances) to the CSSM or
Satellite server during product instance registration.



Procedure 

In order to enable this privacy, the administrator checks the box Do not share my hostname
or IP address with Cisco under Transport setting, as shown in the image.
