32-bit image is no longer
supported.
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Note: Nexus 3600 supports EPLD image. Starting from 10.5(3)F, Cisco NX-OS no longer provides a
separate EPLD image for Nexus 3600 series switches. Instead, the EPLD image is bundled with the NX-OS
image and so the image size is correspondingly larger.
