DefinitionField

The name of the neighbor device and either theMAC
address or the serial number of this device.

Device ID

A list of network addresses of neighbor devices.Entry address(es)

The network address of the neighbor device. The
address can be in IP, IPv6, IPX, AppleTalk, DECnet,
or Connectionless Network Service (CLNS) protocol
conventions.

IPv6 addresses are followed by one of the following
IPv6 address types:

�µglobal unicast

�µlink-local

�µmulticast

�µsite-local

�µV4 compatible

For Cisco IOS Releases12.2(33)SXH3,
Release 12.2(33)SXI and later releases, the
command will not display the AppleTalk
address.

Note

IPv6 address: FE80::203:E3FF:FE6A:BF81
(link-local)

The product name and number of the neighbor device.Platform

The device type of the neighbor. This device can be
a device, a bridge, a transparent bridge, a
source-routing bridge, a switch, a host, an IGMP
device, or a repeater.

Capabilities

The local interface through which this neighbor is
connected.

Interface

The interface and port number of the neighboring
device.

Port ID

The remaining amount of time (in seconds) the current
device will hold the Cisco Discovery Protocol
advertisement from a sending device before
discarding it.

Holdtime

The software version of the neighbor device.Version

Version of Cisco Discovery Protocol that is being
used for Cisco Discovery Protocol advertisements.

DefinitionField

The number of Cisco Discovery Protocol
advertisements received by the local device. Note that
this value is the sum of the Cisco Discovery Protocol
Version 1 advertisements input and Cisco Discovery
Protocol Version 2 advertisements input fields.

Input

The number of Cisco Discovery Protocol
advertisements with bad headers, received by the local
device.

Hdr syntax

The number of times the checksum (verifying)
operation failed on incoming Cisco Discovery
Protocol advertisements.

Chksum error

The number of times Cisco Discovery Protocol failed
to send advertisements on an interface because of a
failure caused by the bridge port of the local device.

Encaps failed

The number of times the local device did not have
enoughmemory to store the CiscoDiscovery Protocol
advertisements in the advertisement cache table when
the device was attempting to assemble advertisement
packets for transmission and parse them when
receiving them.

No memory

The number of invalid Cisco Discovery Protocol
advertisements received and sent by the local device.

Invalid

The number of times fragments or portions of a single
Cisco Discovery Protocol advertisement were
received by the local device instead of the complete
advertisement.

Fragmented

The number of Cisco Discovery Protocol Version 1
advertisements sent by the local device.

CDP version 1 advertisements output

The number of Cisco Discovery Protocol Version 1
advertisements received by the local device.

Input

The number of Cisco Discovery Protocol Version 2
advertisements sent by the local device.

CDP version 2 advertisements output

The number of Cisco Discovery Protocol Version 2
advertisements received by the local device.
