Networks functionality. Mobile IP management using Simple Network Management Protocol (SNMP) is
defined in two MIBs: the RFC2006-MIB and the CISCO-MOBILE-IP-MIB.

This feature is useful for customers deploying mobile networks functionality that need to monitor and debug
mobile router information via SNMP.
