application-group

Group of applications that belong to the same service.

business-relevance

Indicates business-oriented applications.

Traffic attributes

encrypted

Possible encrypted traffic.

p2p-technology

Peer-to-peer traffic.

traffic-class

Application class-of-service (based on RFC 4594).

tunnel

Tunnel-related traffic.
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
