This tool can be used to capture packets that fit a specific filter
criteria that are specified using the Packet Type and the OPIODNS below.

MOTE: The following options are required and MUST be specified.
-n, —num—pkgts

—t, —max—duration
-0, —output-Tile

Usage: ctb-pcap OPTIONS =packet type> [=packet type=] [<packet_type=]

=Packet Type=
This specifies the direction/status of packets and can be one of the
following:
rx Receive packets
Tx Sent packets
drop Dropped packets

OPTIONS

-v, —ip—version <ip version=
The IP version of packets to capture. It can be either ipd or ipb.
Default: ipd

-5, —Src—ip =<source ip address=
The source IP address of packets to capture. In Address/Mask format.
E-g. 18.8.81.18/24.

—d, —dst-ip =<destination ip address=
The destination IP address of the packets to capture.In Address/Mask
format. E.g. 18.8.81.18/24.

-p, —src—port <port>
The source port number.

-P, —dst—-port <port=>
The destination port number.

-n, —num—pkis =count>
The number of packets to capture.

-t, —max—duration <seconds=
The max duration in seconds atter which capture will stop.

—-g, —output—-Tile =<paths=
File to send output to (default is stdout).

-V, —verbose
Print wverbose output when the tool runs.

-h, —help
