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Introduction
This document describes the release features of the EVDO versions of the 3G wireless Enhanced 
High-Speed WAN Interface Cards (EHWICs): 

 • EHWIC-3G-EVDO-B (BSNL)

 • EHWIC-3G-EVDO-S (Sprint)

 • EHWIC-3G-EVDO-V (Verizon)

These are multiband, multiservice WAN cards for use over WCDMA Radio Access Networks (RAN). 
These cards are supported on modular Cisco Integrated Services Router Generation 2 (ISR G2) routers.

Note EHWIC cards support Cisco IOS Software Release 15.1(3)T or higher.

SMS
This feature enables the router to send and receive Short Message Service (SMS) messages. This feature 
also enables the router to save and store the SMS messages in an FTP server.

Note SMS is enabled by default. However, you need to define the FTP server to store incoming and outgoing 
SMS messages.

The following example shows you how to configure this feature for CDMA:

The following examples shows you how to send SMS messages:

router#cellular <slot#> cdma sms send <phone number> <message content>

Note There is a limit of 160 characters per SMS send message.

The following examples shows you how to delete SMS messages:

router#cellular <slot#> cdma sms delete {all | <message ID>}

The following examples shows you how to display SMS messages:

router#cellular <slot#> cdma sms view {summary | all | <message ID>}

The following examples shows you how to archive SMS messages:

router(config-controller)#cdma sms archive path <FTP-path>

Note You can use the call screening command dialer caller number callback to authenticate SMS messages 
that you can use to establish data connections.
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GPS
This feature enables Global Positioning System (GPS) standalone and NMEA data.

The following example shows you how to configure this feature:

router(config)#controller cellular 0/0
router(config-controller)#cdma gps mode standalone

Note Obtaining a GPS-fixed location requires a supported GPS antenna to be connected to the DIV/GPS port.

Note Obtaining a GPS-fixed location using the Standalone mode can take up to 12 minutes. This depends on 
the location and type of antenna used.
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3G WWAN MIB Persistence
This feature allows you to retain 3G WWAN MIB object values and trap settings across router reloads.

Before configuring 3G WWAN MIB, you should perform some SNMP pre-configuration to avoid getting 
warning messages. The following is an example of SNMP pre-configuration:

snmp-server community public RO
snmp-server community private RW
snmp-server enable traps c3g

Remotely Initiated Data Call Back Using SMS
This feature remotely brings up the cellular interface by sending SMS messages via CDMA networks.

The following example shows you how to configure this feature:

Note In this example, the phone number of the administrator who wants to remotely bring up the link using 
SMS is 408-123-4567 on a GSM network. Replace this number with your own number.
